 St. Mary’s home learning policy can be found on our website. I encourage you and your children to be as creative as you can be with the home learning tasks. Thank you in advance for helping to support your children’s learning and progression outside of school. If you have any difficulties accessing MyMaths at home then I will allow children to complete their MyMaths home learning on a Tuesday lunch time in the ICT suite. 
	WEEKLY
	Home learning will be due in on the Friday of each week.

	Reading:

Children should be reading for at least 20 minutes a night. Reading does not have to be from school books but can be from any text this of interest. None of us is too old to be read to either; sharing of stories and other texts is still important, as is discussing the pictures, text, plot and vocabulary choices. Reading record books should be filled in twice a week by someone at home. 
	Spelling:

Spellings may be set each week in line with word structures being learnt in class or based on common errors identified in children’s writing.  Knowledge of these will be assessed in context within pupils’ daily writing and sometimes with a spelling test.
	Maths:

Pupils must learn multiplication tables (up to 12 x 12).  It is important that they recite the whole number sentence (e.g. 6x5=30) when learning so that they know them out of order and can work out division facts too e.g. If 8x5=40 then 5x8=40, 40÷8=5 and 40÷5=8. It is important that times tables are practiced at home to ensure recursive learning. My Maths activities will also be set each week by their maths sets teacher.


	TERM 3
	You may decide how you will respond to the tasks set; some may be presented using a computer, others may take the form of a piece of art, 3D art, cookery, textile work, etc. The possibilities are endless. Each activity should be handed in when it has been completed. Each home learning task will earn you some Dojo points. Remember you do not need to complete all the activities.

	Read and re-tell the stoy of Medusa, the Gorgon, who could turn people to stone if they looked at her.  Illustrate your story with a detailed drawi8ng of Medusa’s face showing her hair of venomous snakes.
	Design your own mythical creature.  Which animals’ body parts could you include in your design?  What personality will your creature have?  Make your creature using junk materials and give it a fabulous name!
	Look carefully at the shapes of the letters of the Greek alphabet.  Practise forming them and pronouncing them.  Can you teach the alphabet to your family?

	Spot buildings influenced by Greek architecture and take photos to show in school. Hunt for columns, statues or pillars.  Find out about different types of column (Doric, Ionic, Cornithian) and see if you can identify any of these on your hunt.
	Read about Narcissus, the boy who fell in love with his own reflection.  What is the moral of the story?  Write a letter to Narcissus telling him to change his way?
	Taste some traditional Greek dishes such as moussaka, figs, goat’s cheese or taramasalata.  Write a food review describing what you have eaten.

	Look at holiday brochures and travel websites.  Plan a family holiday to one of the Greek Islands! If money was no object, where would you go?
	Be like an athlete ready to perform at the Olympic Games and get fit by taking a daily run.  Time yourself each day.  Can you beat your personal best?
	Visit the library and search for books about Ancient Greeks, their Gods and myths.
